Child/Adult Exclusion Policy
Little Acorns exclusion policy is in the interest of children and staff. At Little Acorns it is our policy that children/adults who are unwell should not attend the crèche. We believe that if your child is unwell they require the care and attention of their parent/carer in their home environment.
We advise you to keep your child at home when they have any of the following:
· High temperature
· Vomiting
· Diarrhoea
· Cough (mucus)
· Severe skin/rash infection
· Chicken Pox
· Mumps
If a child becomes ill whilst in attendance of Little Acorns their parent/carer will be contacted and asked to collect their child as soon as possible. The child will be comforted and monitored by a staff member and kept away from the other children until their parent/carer arrives.

Parents/carers will be advised to contact their GP for advice regarding their child’s illness and the exclusion period should last until the child is free of symptoms of diarrhoea and/or vomiting for at least 48 hours. Should a child be prescribed an antibiotic we would ask that they do not come into the childcare setting for 48 hours after they have begun treatment so that the child can improve a guard against a reaction to the antibiotic. Some children may take longer to recover from infections before they are well enough to attend the setting.
Should a child be excluded due to an infection the Manager will inform PHA (Public Health Association).

Little Acorns Manager will advise parents/carers by letter, if there is an infection within the setting, ensuring confidentiality at all times. It is of particular importance that we give this information to parents/carers whose children’s immunity may be impaired due to illness or treatment (e.g. leukaemia, HIV). We will also share this information with mothers/staff who are pregnant and make them aware of the following infections chicken pox/shingles, rubella, slapped cheek syndrome and measles in order for them to seek advice from their GP.

We are fully aware that staff, volunteers and students with infections can pose a risk to children and work colleagues by coming to work when they have vomiting and/or diarrhoea and should be excluded from Little Acorns until they are free from symptoms for a period of 48 hours.
All staff, volunteers and students are made aware of our exclusion policy and have a responsibility to inform the Creche Manager in their setting if they have vomiting or diarrhoea.

Any staff member or volunteer/student with infected wounds or skin infections on exposed parts of their body will be excluded until all have healed or they have been advised by their GP that it is safe for them to return to work.

Any staff, volunteers and students who have minor respiratory conditions, where there is the possibility of spreading infections such as colds are asked to follow good respiratory cough etiquette and good hygiene. Staff with flu should stay at home until all symptoms have abated.
Should a staff member or volunteer/student become ill while at work we will notify the staff members next of kin. Details of next of kin and contact details will be obtained from personnel records.

Staff will be required to follow  sickness/absence procedure and provide a Doctor’s sick line when necessary.

	Four days from onset of rash

	Ringworm
	Until treatment has commenced

	Scabies
	Can return after first treatment

	Shingles
	Exclude only if rash is weeping and can not be covered

	Mumps
	Five days

	Meningococcal meningitis/ septicaemia
	Until fully recovered

	Hepatitis A
	Seven days after onset of jaundice or seven days after if no onset of jaundice.
